Quorum of the Twelve Apostles
(A New Witness for the Articles of Faith [1985], pp. 257-8)

“The light of Christ is neither the Holy Ghost nor the gift of the 
Holy Ghost; …he [Holy Ghost] along with the Father and the 
Son is God, uses the light of Christ for his purposes. Thus 
spiritual gifts, the gifts of God meaning faith, miracles, 
prophecy, and all the rest -- come from God by the power of 
the Holy Ghost. Men prophesy, for instance, when moved 
upon by the Holy Ghost. And yet Moroni says: "All these gifts 
come by the Spirit of Christ" (Moroni 10:17), meaning that the 
Holy Ghost uses the light of Christ to transmit his gifts. But the 
Spirit of Christ, by which the Holy Ghost operates, is no more 
the Holy Ghost himself than the light and heat of the sun are 
the sun itself.”



Ordinary teachers responsible to teach the doctrines and to 
testify of spiritual things have within their own personal 
experience everyday things which can be likened unto things 
which are spiritual.

Then the Light of Christ can be ignited by the Spirit of the Holy 
Ghost, the Comforter. We are told that then “the Comforter, 
which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my 
name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your 
remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you” (John 14:26).
